When Jesus was accused (falsely accused) by the chief priests and elders, how
did Jesus answer? (He answered nothing, vs. 12)

What “notable prisoner” did the people choose to have released instead of the
innocent Jesus? (Barabbas, vs. 16ft)

List some of the terrible things that were done to the Savior Jesus Christ
during His unjust trial and murder? (See, vs. 26ff; Although Judas, the wife of
Pilate, Pilate himself, etc. knew of His innocence, and proclaimed such, Jesus
was to be crucified, while the wicked Barabbas was to be released. Jesus was
“scourged” in a horrible manner and then turned over to ruthless soldiers who
“mocked Him” and then “spit upon Him, and took the reed, and smote Him on
the head. And after that they mocked Him, they took the robe off from Him,
and put His own raiment on Him, and led Him away to crucify Him.” Jesus
was so weak from the horrific abuse that He was too weak to carry His own
cross to Golgotha. They gambled over His clothing. Additionally, “they that
passed by reviled Him, wagging their heads.” This is but a very brief
description, and all of the crucifixion chapters should be studied together to
understand the full import of what happened to the sinless Jesus. Truly the
words of 2 Corinthians 8:9 could serve as a commentary, “For ye know the
grace of our Lord Jesus Christ, that, though He was rich, yet for your sakes He
became poor, that ye through His poverty might be rich.”)

(It was
rent or torn in two from the top to the bottom, vs. 51)

What is the name of the rich man who buried Jesus in his tomb? (Joseph of
Arimathaea, vs. 57)
