Was God pleased or displeased when Balaam persisted in wanting to know if
he should go or not go, and when he ultimately went with the men from King
Balak? (As Numbers 22:22 declares, “And God’s anger was kindled because
he went...)

What animal did God miraculously cause to talk, in order to impress upon
Balaam the seriousness of the situation? (His donkey, vs. 28)

Numbers 22:32 records the angel of the Lord speaking to Balaam and saying,
“thy way is before me.” (perverse or wrong)

Did King Balak use money or the promise of prestige, etc. to entice Balaam?
(Yes. See, vs. 7, 15, 17, 37)

Numbers 23:8 says, “How shall I , whom God hath not cursed? Or
how shall I , whom the Lord hath not defied?” (curse; defy)

Was King Balak pleased with Balaam’s initial message from God? (Not at all.
Balak replied, “What hast thou done unto me? I took thee to curse mine
enemies, and, behold thou hast blessed them altogether,” vs. 11)

Numbers 23:19 says, “God is a man, that he should ; neither the
son of man, that he should : hath He said, and shall he not do it? Or
hath He spoken, and shall He not make it good?” (not; lie; repent)

What place did Balak bring Balaam to the top of during the third time he tried
to get him to curse Israel? (To the top of Peor, vs. 28)

Who did the children of Israel begin to commit “whoredom” with, as depicted
in the text? (With the daughters of Moab, vs. 1)

Israel jointed himself to . (Baal-peor, vs. 3. Compare vs. 2,
also. In other words, their wickedness included idolatry, fornication, etc.
Idolatry involved all manner of wickedness as clearly demonstrated here.)
Did God simply overlook Israel’s behavior or was His anger stirred up against
Israel? (As vs. 3 says, “...the anger of the Lord was kindled against Israel.”
Also, vs. 4 says, “...hang them up before the Lord against the sun, that the
fierce anger of the Lord may be turned from Israel.”)

Who was the person that thrust the javelin or spear through the belly of the
wicked Israelite and the Midianithish woman? (Phinehas, vs. 7)

Was God pleased with this man’s zeal? (Absolutely! Note, vs. 8, 11, 13)

How many Israelites “died in the plague?” (Twenty-four thousand, vs. 9. This
is the TOTAL NUMBER that died. Apparently 23,000 died “in one day,” as
noted in 1 Corinthians 10:8, but the GRAND TOTAL was 24,000 dying in all.
Again, the difference between the 23,000 and the 24,000 is easily understood
when looking at the words “in one day” (1 Cor. 10:8) as opposed to the words
“those that died in the plague....” (Num. 25:9))

What was the name of the Israelite and the Midianitish woman that Phinehas
executed in his zeal for God? (The Israelite man’s name was Zimri, vs. 14 and
the woman’s name was Cozbi, vs. 15)

What did God tell Moses to do to the Midianites? (Vex them and smite them,
vs. 17)
